Many people who became household names
were taught there by Lee Strasberg. He was not only a great teacher but he

five percent of her estate, something that still earns his family millions of dollars
each year. Strasberg, though D :

Konstantin Stanislavsky was using a similar idea in Russia in the 1890s.
Indeed, there was one person who E . Stella Adler worked with
Strasberg and taught both Marlon Brando and Robert De Niro. She had also
studied under Stanislavsky. Unfortunately, her disagreements with Strasberg
eventually led up to the Group Theatre breaking up.

Their disagreement was over the correct way to teach method acting. This is
one of the main problems with this technique. There is more than one version of it.
All of them, however, have one thing in common which is F ,
in some way, with the character they are playing. The differences in opinion were
mainly over whether the actors should use their own experiences to try to
understand the character or whether they should approach the character with a
completely open mind.




Lee Strasberg was able to use his techniques for himself in the film
Godfather II. The film was a personal success as Strasberg G :
One of his students, Al Pacino, also won one for his part in the same film.
Strasberg died in 1982, but his ideas live on in the performances of some of
Hollywood’s greatest stars.
